Things Rozbruch Doesn’t Tell You
It’s possible that your current pants will not fit over the external support (CAGE for short). Great pants that work are available from Ortho Wear at 309-255-5325 for $40 a pair.  Ask them for an extra leg bottom if yours gets eaten up.  The Cage will macerate any pants you try to wear.  Cover all edges with Duct tape and change it when needed (more often than you think).
You can get custom made pants with one leg wide (with full zipper) and one leg normal (expensive) at LS Men’s Clothing, 49 W. 45th Street, 212-573-0933. Convertible to real pants when it’s over. 

Have someone who loves you sew or knit a skirt with Velcro closing for your cage when you wear pants or shorts.  Looking like a Clydesdale beats looking like you’re wearing an erector set held on by spears. 
Eneslow at 470 Park Avenue South  447-2300 can make you a sandal that avoids the pins, is very comfortable and is not all that hard to put on and take off. 

Hammacher Schlemer on 57th Street sells an inclined pillow that is great to elevate your leg.  Add a pillow or two if that’s more comfy, cover it with a towel, and push it close to your butt.
